The Equality Act 2010 prohibits discrimination against an individual based on their protected characteristics,
including sex, race, religion or belief, and gender reassignment.

Staff

Staff will monitor pupils and students to ensure they wear the correct school uniform. They will give any
pupils/students in breach of the Policy the opportunity to comply, and, in the event that pupils and students
fail to comply, staff will contact parents/carers.

In cases where it is suspected that financial hardship has resulted in a pupil/student not complying with the
Uniform Policy, staff will take a mindful and considerate approach to resolving the situation. Should any
parents/carers be experiencing financial difficulties in obtaining the correct school uniform, they can contact
us, in the strictest of confidence, via pupilservices@sweynepark.com.
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
